4. Remove the snap screw cover on each end. With a pencil, mark the centers of the mounting hole positions on one 9

end (see Figure 1). These are the points where you will later drill pilot holes for putting in the screws. If installing
over ceramic tiles, place masking tape on the mounting areas before marking the hole locations to prevent the
carbide tip drill bit from sliding across the tile.

5. Repeat Step 4 for the other end of the Residential Assist Bar.
